Toll Charges Said to be an 
Outrage.

Kitchen Maids of Sultan of Morocco 
Entitled to Nether Garments 

of Expensive Stuff.

News of the or iposed toll charge for , 
use of the telephone line between this i 
city and Medtord created quite a stir 
in this city. The news of the raise in i 
rates was taken calmly enough, but | 
the idea of charging a loll on the Jack-, 
aonville-Medford line got under the 
ak in of the patrons of the telephone 
company, as it rightly should.

As it appears at the present time 
the changes were approved by the 
Federal Administration, but the matter 
will be taken up thoroughly. It is not 
the first time that the company, through 
it's manager, has tried to stick the 
people of Jacksonville for a toll on tne 
Medford line. But the other time it 
was forbidden by the State Commis­
sion

The local office reports that the court 
house phones are being attached to the 
Jacksonville office again, presumably 
fur the purpose of collecting additional 
toil When they were detached from 
this office, the company stated that it 
wm done to reduce the cost of operat­
ing the local office. Looks that way 
now.

At a meeting of telephone users held 
at the City Hall Wednesday night it 
was decided to enjoin the company 
from putting the proposed rates into 
effect. Whethe- or not this can be 
done, remains to be seen. This action 
of the telephone company will undoubt­
edly lose many subscribers in this city. 
A raise in rates may bejust, but to try 
sticking us for a toll charge is beyond 
all bounds of justness.

Tlio sultan of Morocco was always 
an absolute monarch, and In that ca­
pacity the revenues of the country 
were his. There had never been any 
distinction between public funds and 
private funds all belonged to the sul­
tan. It wits therefore no easy task 
to arrive nt an agreement as to which 
were state and which private debts, so 
Inextrlcnbty mixed bail they been In 
the past. There was. for Instnncv, a 
bill for some hundreds of yards of 
very expensive and very tine crimson 
doth. Naturally tin- protectorate au­
thorities scheduled this among the pri­
vate debts. Tlie sultan protested. The 
cloth, he said, had been purchased for 
governmental purposes--In fact ¡for 
the trousers of the Imperial kitchen 
maids; for there are several hundred 
slave women employed in preparing tile 
palace food The protectorate govern­
ment refused to be responsible for 
tills debt. The ex-sultan drew up a 
historical treatise to prove that 
perlal kitchen maids were pnrt 
parcel of the state, and passed, 
(lie palace Itself, from sultan to
tan. The principle was accepted, but 
the debt was disallowed on tile ground 
that these good Indies did not require 
such expensive stuff for their nether 
garments. A cotton material, they ar­
gued, would have equally well served 
the purpose. The sultan's reply was 
unanswerable and crushing. “In Eu­
rope." he said. "It may be the custom 
for the Imperial kitelwn maids to wear 
cotton trousers, but III Morocco we 
have more appreciation of the dignity 
of their position.” There was nothing 
more to be said. The debt was pnltl- 
by the protietoiate government.—
