tive article on street youth written by Natalie
Shapiro [“Living on the Edge,” April 20]. It
referred to people who use injection drugs as
“intravenous drug users.”

| want to take this opportunity to clarify the
different methods of injection drug use. It is not
limited to using injection drugs intravenously.

Intravenous injection, also known as main-
lining, is the primary choice for those who inject
drugs because it goes directly into the blood-
stream. However, it is also the most dangerous
form of injection in terms of overdose risk and
potential spread of bacteria and other blood-
borne pathogens.

Intramuscular, or muscle popping, is another
way injection drugs are used. Muscle popping
puts users at a high risk for abscess formation
because of the nonparticle-free drugs that are
used—and if an injector does not hit the muscle
L‘nrrcctly.

Finally, there is subcutaneous injection, or
skin popping. This is similar to a tuberculosis
test in which the drug is injected between the
body's skin and fat layers.

We tend to use the term “injection drug
user” because it encompasses all of these tech-
niques. Thanks for allowing me to clarify this.

The Injection Drug Users’ Harm Reduction
Program at Outside In is in its 12th year of oper-
ation and is dedicated to improving the health
of those who inject drugs and their partners and
families. We also provide drug and alcohol refer-
rals for our clients. If any of your readers have
other questions please feel free to contact me at
ksage@outsidein.org or 503-535-3826.

One last note: We now provide for the
exchange needs of those who are using hor-
mone syringes. This will be of particular inter-
est to any of your readers in the transsexual
community 18 and older.

Bob Hays, 1955-2001

an Francisco native Robert B.

Hays died May 30. He was 46.

He received a bachelor’s
degree in psychology from Vassar
College and a master's and doc-
torate in social psychology at
University of Oregon and com-
pleted a postdoctoral fellowship
at University of Utah.

Hays was a highly productive
and accomplished behavioral
scientist, achieving internation-
al recognition for his research
He wrote the first paper identi-
fying that many young gay and bisexual men
were at risk for HIV during a time when gov-
emnment authorities thought the risk had
diminished.

He co-developed, implemented and evaluated
the Mpowerment Project, the only HIV preven-

tion program that has been
shown through scientific
research to be, effective in
reducing young gay men’s risk
behavior. He conducted this
research in Eugene; Phoenix;
Santa Cruz and Santa Barbara,
Calif.; Albuquerque, N.M;
and Austin, Texas.

He is survived by his sisters,
Susan Hays Meredith and Mar-
garet of Mount Shasta, Calif.,
and Katharine of Santa Rosa,
Calif.; brothers, Samuel of El
Portal, Calif., and John of San Francisco; and par-
ents, Irene of Santa Rosa and Samuel of El Portal
