How far will he go to make a project perfect? 
Take the work he did at a 6,500-square-foot home in 
Lake Oswego. The owners wanted variety, so Garcia 
met the challenge by creating “a sense o f drama in 
the space, eclectic but with a classic feel to it.”

To illustrate how far he will go to get the job 
done, consider the classic Doric columns he 
found in a London antique shop. They had 
com e from a European abbey that had been 
deconstructed and found new life as the center- 
pieces in the hom e’s dining room. G arcia ’s work 
was featured in the magazine Portrait o f Portland.

He and his staff can design almost every­
thing— furniture, carpet, lighting systems, bedding 
and hardware such as knobs, hinges and handles. 
All o f those parts make up the hole, which can
