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The Royal Canadian Mounted Police said if 
Webster’s murder was anti-gay in nature, it 
would be the first such death in British Colum­
bia history.

Almost 2,000 people marched Nov. 18 
through the West End, Vancouver’s gayest 
neighborhood, which abuts the huge, well- 
known park, chanting, “Justice will he done.” 

According to the newspaper Xtra.’ West, it 
was Vancouver’s largest-ever gay protest. “It 
was on par with the [1981] bathhouse raids in 
Toronto or the San Francisco community’s 
response after [gay City Supervisor] Harvey 
Milk was murdered,” longtime activist Don 
Hann said.

The 
song says that gays control Russian life and the 
media— “lewd homosexuals Kiss over every­
thing”— and that if a straight man wants to get 
a job, he has to let a faggot screw him in the ass.

The video shows simulated acts of male anal 
intercourse with the participants’ faces hidden 
by smiley-face symNils. “Compared to Tchugun­
nyi Skorohod, Eminem with his homophobic 
rap is a quiet child,” Gay.ru reporter Tanya 
Ofigevshaya said. JH

according to a new survey by ID Research 

for Britain’s Channel 4 News.
About 5.5 percent of lesbians and 2.4 per­

cent of gay men said they decided to be gay, 
while 65.5 percent of gay men and 46.3 percent 
of lesbians think they were bom gay.

More than 10,000 people were questioned. 
The survey also found gay men are more likely 
to be construction workers, police officers or 
firefighters than they are to he hairdressers or 
preachers.
