% Eric Franklin Plunkett will spend the rest
of his life in jail, PlanetOut.com reported
July 10.

The gay 19-year-old was killed Sept. 28,
2000, in his dormitory room at Gallaudet Uni-
versity in Washington, D.C. Joseph Mesa, 22,
murdered another student, 19-year-old Ben-

jamin Vamer, in February 2001 before police |

arrested him later that month.

A judge handed down six life sentences
without a chance for parole. Mesa also received
a 50-year sentence for burglary and robbery in
Plunkett’s case and 60 more years for burglary
and robbery involving Varner.
