“We're delighted to be able to share the joy-
ful news of our marriage with all The Washington
Post’s readers,” Murdoch said. “We are lawtully
married, thanks to Canada. And The Washington
Post should be heartily .|;\;\|.nn|cui for recognizing
that simple reality and for showing us exactly the
same respect it has always given married couples.”

The Gay and Lesbian Alliance Against
Defamation met with the Post last year as a part
of its Announcing Equality Project, which since
August 2002 has helped increase the number of
papers that accept and print same-sex union and
wedding announcements from 69 to 209. The
media watchdog group requested the newspaper
change its existing policy, whereby announce-
ments from gay men and lesbians are relegated
to a separate "Celebrations” section on a sepa
rate day from straight couples.

“We are encouraged by The Washington Post’s
decision to print Deb and Joyce's announcement
in the weddings section,” said Glennda Testone,
