riangle Productions is ending its 15th sea­
son with a smash hit, The Rocky Horror 
Show. While hottie Wade McCollum has 
rightly gotten most of the attention, pro­
ducer Don Hom raves that 17-year-old Jerick 

Hoffer is a talent to watch out for.
In a stroke of gender-bending casting, the 

Grant High School senior plays Columbia, Dr. 
Frank-n-Furter’s assistant and promiscuous ex­
girlfriend (rocker Joan Jett played the part last 
year on Broadway). Moreover, Columbia’s cur­
rent beau, Eddie, is played by actress Julianna 
Jaffe (Lea DeLaria on Broadway).

Columbia is Hoffer’s first professional role; 
in order to prepare himself, he showed up at 
many rehearsals in full drag. “1 wanted to know 
what a wig and fake boobs would feel like,” he 
says, “and whether they’d cause any problems.
