Allen from media coverage 
of Basic Rights Oregon’s 
recent court battles. Since 
1999, she has been part of

the BRO legal group, advising and 
arguing on issues affecting the lives of 
Portland’s queer community.

This is work she has done for free, 
with the blessing of her former 
employer, Lane Powell, a large firm 
specializing in employment law.

Now Allen has stepped out with 
her new firm, A2. She and her sister 
Sara, also a lawyer, will focus their 
practice on civil rights law of all kinds. 
In particular, the Allens hope to grow 
their client base by working on alter­
native family planning, wills, adoption 
and domestic partnership issues—any­
thing a queer family might need from 
the legal perspective.

Having recently added a newborn 
to her own queer family, the move to 
an independent office makes sense for 
Allen.

She also keeps current with her 
field by her adjunct teaching position
at Lewis & Clark Law School, where she teaches a 
seminar on sexual orientation and gender identity.

Allen believes that a being a lawyer is a good 
way to be an activist and that progress in Oregon’s
