From Stage to Skillet
“Karma here is as tangible a currency as the dollar,” says Tall 

Matt Haynes, a high-minded Portland actor who, incorrigibly, 
dons a chef’s hat to ham it up as The Qreenroum (jourmet, rhe 
latest bun in the oven of the Portland Area Theatre Alliance, 
a nonprofit service organization that hopes its new cookkxik 
will cook up as much good will as it will gixxl eats.

Recipes in The Greemwm Gourmet are as eclectic as their 
authors, who range from limelight lovelies to backstage beau­
ties, including a few gorgeous gays like yours truly. The fruits 
of your labors will fill transportable Tupperware containers eas­
ily nuked in a microwave at your destination—no kitchen 
required. As such, they are geared toward on-the-go Janes and 
Joes who, like most of Portland’s economic creative class, stew 
through the day job in order to enjoy a taste of the night life.

Proceeds from this kitsch cache will be deposited in PATA’s 
Valentine Fund, a special community resource providing emer­
gency financial assistance to theater artists in need. In the 
past, the Valentine Fund has assisted with crises as diverse as 
the theater itself: a costume designer whose house burned 
down, a member who needed dental surgery for damaged front 
teeth and an actor with AIDS who wanted a last quiet week­
end with his wife.

And yet, in true Christmas fashion, Haynes says it’s not just 
about the recipes (which alone are worth the mere $15 includ­
ing shipping) nor the act of charity (which has got to double 
your queer karma) but the humble spirit of community (which 
nourishes our collective creativity).

“Our hope for this recipe kxik, besides it earning money 
for the Valentine Fund, is that, in its own light and goofy way, 
it builds relationships. In a town of relationships, you can 
make great theater. And in a town of great theater, you can use 
that to build great relationships. They just chase each other up 
the spiral,” Haynes says. “So try a recipe, read about the con-
