According to a recently published 
University o f Oregon Study, appearing in 
the August issue of Violence Against Women, 
94 percent o f respondents— most o f them

identifying as “LGBTQT in Eugene-Spring- 
field—think sexual violence is a problem, but 
just 72 percent feel it is in their community. 
Additionally, 87 percent said that sexual 
violence prevention and awareness tailored 
to the gay, lesbian, bi and trans community is 
needed, with more than 60 percent believing 
local agencies and law enforcement are ill 
equipped. “The take-home message was that 
sexual violence is real and complicated for 
members o f the LGBTQ_community,” said 
lead author and professor Jeffrey L. Todahl.
