A new element of the review
process is to ensure that the NFIP in-
surance rate that you are paying is
linked to your lowest floor. Be aware
that this may catch you if you have
made improvements to your garage
beneath your elevated house since the
elevation. Even though your living
floor is now 3 plus feet above the base
flood elevation, by improving your ga-
rage your house may now be rated at a
higher annual rate.
