Proceeds
from the auction support
Vernonia School Arts,
Scholarships, and Hands
On Art programs. Over
$10,000 has been donated
to the arts programs to
date!

This auction is the
community’s way to help
the school with funding
shortfalls. Since 2006,
the school art supply
budget has fallen from $24 per student
to just under $5. Pens, paper, paint, and
everything else come from this budget.

Art teacher Linda Allen has had
to spend part of her salary on supplies,
some of the shortfall has been relieved
by the auction proceeds, but there is the

need for more. In order to have kept up
with the cost of materials, the budget
today should be $4,950. This means a
$2,000 gap still exists.
