Gnral Nws of Mills in Cittag 
Grov District — N w Logging 

Road Under Way.

The American Car & Foundary Co. Is 
of St. Louis, has placed with the Booth- | Q 
Kelly Lumber Co. an order in excess of I 
forty million feet of car material for 
the Harriman system. This is the 
largest order for that class of material 
ever placed, and is sufficient for' the 
construction of about 10,000 cars. The 
order has been parceled out among’the 
several mills. The material is to be 
delivered in about eight months. Since - 
the placing of this order, there have 
been inquiries from other roads, which 
indicates that the railroads will prob­
ably be quite heavy purchasers this 
season.
