MAKE BABES STURDY

Light, Strong in Violet Rays,
Spurs Growth.

Orono, Me.—Artificlal sunlight, pow-
erful In ultraviclet or health-giving
rays rather than in lght or heat In-
tensity, obtained by use of a fused
quartz mercury wvapor are lamp, has
been used with startling results on
young chickens at the University of
Maine,

The tests prove that rickets in chil-
dren Is caused largely by the absence
of direct sunlight, and the rays are ex-
pected to do much In combating this
tisease. The findings are also to show
results in an educational way by teach-
lng the value of outdoor life, partica-
larly In rearing children. They may
also reveal fuctors Influencing the
growth of chlldren,

Experiments, conducted by Dr, Q. O.
Little, president of the university, and
Dr. W. T. Bovile, professor of blo-
physics at the Harvard Medical school,
In co-operation with the General Blec-
tric company on a brood of pedigreed
chicks, reveal that not only larger and
stronger chicks can be raised under
the artificial sunlight, but that chicks
ralsed under natural sunlight, filtered
through ordinary window glass, de-
veloped “veak legs and rickets, weighed
but one-fifth as much as the others
and dled unless a change lo living can-
ditions was made.
Ordinary window glass Is opague o
uitraviolet rays and it was the ab-
sence of the actinl¢ or health glving
rays which resulted In the marked un-
der-development of the chicks,
Bables of poor familles hrought up
In dark alleys and crowded tenements
and rich children brought up In homes
where windows are closed and all sun-
lght is flitered through glass develop

rickets, and according to Doctor Bovle,
- ythis is one of the chief causes of bow
legs, which most mothers belleve re-
sult from allowing the child to stand
on |ts feet or walk too early In life
“Autopsies on bables In Dresdem
showed that of those which were bora
In the fall and dled in the spring, 96
per cent had rickets,” Doctor Bovie
sald. *“However, of those born In the
spring and who died In the fall only a
small percentage had rickets. The
bables born In the spring were out-
doors In the sunlight during the sum- |
mer und therefore were not deprived
of the ultraviolet rays In the sun, |
“The lmportance of these recent em- |
periments with chickens would be very
great If they were only applicable to
the ralsing of chickens. They are
quite as applicable to the production |
of eggs and, more Important still, they
are applicable to the rearing of our |
own children, for rickets 1s a disease |
of ealelum metabollsm and can be
cured by proper exposure to the ultre-
violet light.”
