‘At the completion of our pres
ent water system in 1910 the in-
debtedness chargeable agninst the
water system was $135,000 in bonds
and $12,000 in warrnts, The |
bonded indebtedness is being re-
dueed at the mte of $6,000 annual-
ly and the outstanding warranta
have been gradually reduced until
the indebtedness chargeable to the
water system has been reduced
to $99.000 in bonds and $2,000 in
warrants, showing a reduetion sinee
1910 of $46,000, The amount asked
in the present bond issue will be
retired in not less than four® years,
g0 that at the end of four years
the debt against the water system
will be reduced, even with no in-1

erease inm  revenue, to about
$100,000, No increass in water
rates to residents of the ecity is

contemplated to bring this about.

“‘The seeond proposition on the
ballot is a proposed issue of $3,000
in bonds to enable the eity to pay
its portion of the street improve-
ments whieh bhave been asked for
bty property owners. The amount
of street paving that would be
asked for could not be anticipated
at the time the budget was made,
hence a sufficient amount to pay
for street intersections was not
provided. Unleas this bond issue
is voted, a number of street im-
provements for which ordinaneces
have been passed ean not be made.
The streets asked for will be first
clase in very particular and will
be an asset to the ecity. Those
not living on the streets to be im-
proved should encourage others in
spending their money to build
streets that will be an asset to
the city and benefit all the prop-
erty of the eity. The way to have
nll the streets asked for is to vote
the $3,000 bond issue. The only
expense to the general taxpayer
is for the interseetions. The ahat-
ting property pays the remainder.

It is better to put through a
big street program in ome year|
than to put through small street |
programs for several years, as lower |
proportionate bids are always re- |
eoived on g large amount of work.
The expense of setting up a paving |
plant and starting work is the|
same for a small amount of work
as for a large amount.’’
