In the course of the pre­
liminaries to the deal, Bill sent a 
representative to Sanger, with a 
message to the effect that "The 
Honorable William F. Cody” refused 
to take a penny less than so much 
for the horses.

Sanger, who had the gift of giv­
ing neat replies, and who also was 
not going to be outdone, without 
more ado, sent back this terse mes­
sage :

“If you are the Hon. W. F. Cody, 
then, hang it, I’m Lord George San­
ger—and I won’t give a ha’penny 
more than I stipulated for the 
horses.”

And from that day on “Lord” 
George Sanger he remained.
