Horseshoe as Talismar
The horseshoe Is one of the ver)
oldest tallsmans for woolng goiox
fortune that exists The bellef in
Its efMcacy 18 held almost all over
the world, and has been present
since the dawn of history. You find
it In Egyit and nalled to the thresh
old of the felt und wicker wigwains

In medieval England, especially in
the southwest, horseshoes were of
ten nalled on church doors to keep
out evil spirits and witches, There
used to he two huge ones on the
south door of the parish church of
Ashby-Foville, In Lelcestershire,
says the Family Herald,

There are records of a number of
horseshoes having been nalled up
for centuries on the gates of Opk-
ham castle, In Rutland, which was
bullt by Wakelin de Ferrars, son of
the first earl. Every nobleman visit
Ing It was made to forfelt a shoe
of the horse on which he rode or
puy a forfelt of money Quite a
anumber endured the Inconvenlence
of purting with a shoe rather than
pay the small sum,

Frobably the oldest continuous
display of a horseshoe for luck to
be found In Britain Is the case of a
shoe nalled up at Horseshoe corner,
In the clty of Lancaster. The first
one was cast by the horse of John
of Gaunt, when he was riding
through the streets nearly six hun
Ired years ago

The more nalls in a “found” horse-
shoe the greater the luck.
