' Westminster abbey without Its 
Imposing twin towers Is hard to 
conceive, but as a matter of fact 
they did not f-rm part of the srlgl 
nal building, not being erected until 
200 years after the monastery had 
been dissolved.- Sir Christopher 
Wren, architect of St Paul's cathe­
dral, commenced them, and he also 
designed the central tower and 
spire for the abbey, but they were 
never completed.

The objects In a room which ha» 

been kept at an even temperature 
of heat will all be the tame tem­
perature, although Borne of them 
feel colder than ethers to the hand 
or fingers. For instance, the keys 
of a piano will feel colder than the 
wood of the piano case. The dif­
ference Is due to the fact that heat 
or cold will run through some ob­
jects more quickly than through 
others. When you touch a thing 
with your fingers you supply some 
of the heat of your body to the ob­
ject through your finger. If the 
object Is the tiling on the hearth 
or the keys of the piano the heat 
runs through It quickly and you 
get a cold Impression In your finger. 
On the other hand, you will get a 
warm feeling when touching up­
holstery or wood because the heat 
runs more slowly through them.

■Old Dutch Windmills

The picturesque Dutch wludmllls 
are fast passing from the land­
scape of the land of dikes. The 
Dutch millers are modernizing their 
mills and turning to electricity. 
They are right, of course; but 
along with the great blades and 
stubby towers there will vanish 
much that Is quaint and pictorial 
In tradition as well as In architec­
ture,

Always the Dutch miller has giv­
en bls mill a name and called It by 
that; never Just the “mill.” When 
a daughter of the household mar­
ried, the mill was gayly adorned;

American Writer Who 
Turned to Buddhism

lands to come to America and be­
come citizens of the United States, 
but we seldom think of Americans 
taking out naturalization papers 
and so becoming citizens of some 
other country.

This writer was Lafcadlo Hearn, 
who was really an American, al­
though he was born on a Grecian 
Island of an Irish father and a Gre­
cian mother. At the age of sixteen 
he ran away from London, and 
then came to this country, where 
he worked on e number of news­
papers. Later he was sent to Japau 
to write articles for a magazine. He 
became so fond of that country that 
be spent the rest of his life there, 
adopted the Buddhist religion, be­
came a Japanese citizen, dressed In 
the costume of the country and 
married a Japanese wife.

Hearn thus became almost com­
pletely an oriental, and better than 
any other occidental he has told us 
about the people of the Far East. 
Having himself become one of them, 
he was able to understand them 
more fully than any other west­
erner.
