Lonely Island Might 
Have Been America’» 

By only a small margin did the 
State department at Washington 
uilaa having the worry of the help­
less Island of Tristan da Cunha 
added to Its cares, for it was once 
claimed by an American. The is­
land, a lonely British possession in 
the South Atlantic, had a measure 
of prosperity in 
the Nineteenth 
whale enticed 
ships into the 
haven for sailing ships from Sa­
lem, Gloucester and Boston. A Salem 
man named Lambert and a com­
panion took up their residence on 
Tristan da Cunha and Lambert de­
clared himself sovereign and sole 
possessor of the island, “on the ra­
tional and sure ground of absolute 
occupancy." His hope was to de­
velop what might be called a “fill­
ing station" for whaling ships. But 
Lambert and his partner were 
drowned two years later in the 
tempestuous seas for which the is­
land Is infamous. Still the island 
has some things to recommend it. 
There are no laws, and when it was 
proposed to give the people a con­
stitution, they regarded such a doc­
ument as superfluous, so the few 
Inhabitants living there manage 
their affairs without the complica­
tion of written covenants.—Nation­
al Geographic Society Bulletin.

VVe have in 
our library at Union seminary four 
Latin biblical manuscripts of that 
type. It was quite possible to write 
the entire Bible in manuscript in 
a single volume, though the hand­
writing which had to be employed 
In that case was apt to be so small 
that It was very hard to read. 
Three of our biblical manuscripts 
mentioned above contain In a sin­
gle volume both the Old and the 
New Teetaments, so It was quite 
feasible.”

A seiche la a sudden change of 

atmospheric pressure on one part of 
a large lake which causes changes 
of level everywhere. If the pres­
sure Is Increased In one place, the 
surface of the water there Is low­
ered. and elsewhere corresponding­
ly raised. If the change is one 
which lessens the pressure locally 
the water surface beneath the less­
ened pressure rises while It falls 
elsewhere. Once these changes are 
set up. there Is some pulsation of 
the water level before equilibrium 
Is established again.
