It has a kettle in which all vege­
tables are prepared. Utensils in 
elude a wooden dipper, rice bowls, 
spoon*, chop sticks and a sharp 
knife. The Chinese do a halfday's 
work and then have breakfast 
about 9 o’clock. This consists of 
rice porridge or perhaps noodle* 
with a bit of pork. Usually they 
have but two meals and the sec 
ond is served about 2 o'clock and 
consists of more rice with vege­
tables and pork.

The dining table is about three 
feet square aud around it are 
placed benches, which the Chinese 
call chair, each bench seating 
two persons.
