Effect of Light on
Flowers and Plants

Spring violets have been made to 
bloom In the summer simply by cut­
ting down their ration of dayllsht 
to the length of a spring day. The 
extra heat of summer had no et 
feet on the growth of the plant.

In this controlling of plant 
growth, artiih lai light has the same 
effect as sunlight or the light of a 
greenhouse, ami twelve hour* of 
light (whether natural or nrtlflclal. 
Is -sinumertime" for the plants, ami 
six hours* light "winter."

An ex;>eriin.nt conducted with 
Iris is given as an example of the 
effect of light rationing on plants. 
Two lot, of Iris were sown In late 
October; the first were given eight 
ecu hours of light per day. while 
the others (kept In the same tem­
perature) reeei'e'l only the light 
provided by nature. The first lot 
reached normal sire very quickly, 
and actually bloomed on Christmas 
day. but the others were dormant 
as late as the following February.
