Ancient« Excelled in
Art of Giant Staining

The tuetUeml artl»ta hi atulued 
glans tolled like Jewelers «citing di 
iiiuouda and ruble« Their Ideal 
wh« not a pretty picture made 
transparent, but a window made 
bt-NUtlfUl Year« of experimenting 
with various combination« of gla*a 
taught them secret« of design which 
resulted lu windows that have 
never been «urpa»a«‘d.

Glass staining and glass painting 
ure two quite different things. One 
method Is to build up a moaale of 
pieces of glass, colored uot only on 
Its surface but It« wry substance. 
The other Is to paint the design 
upon white or colored glass.
