•I, 17MO, passed a resolution recom­
mending tin survey and disposal 
by the several alate* of tlielr wrist« 
mid unappropriated land« to aid In 
paying tlie public debt Incurred by 
the War of tlie Revolution.

tills debt. The earliest efforts were 
ti> sail the lam) In large blocks and, 
prior to the organisation of our 
present government, congress mad« 
thru« such sales. On June 15, 
I7M5, congress under th« Articles 
of <'onfederation passed a wsolu- 
tlon forbidding settlement on th» 
public domain The act of March 
•'I. IM»7, prohibited auch settlement 
under penalty of forfeiting any 
right or cliilm a Mettler may have, 
mid the I’lTsIdent was authorised 
to us« chll nnd military force to 
remove such |M-rsona from thn 
land». Certain exceptions wvr» 
imide In favor of those who hud 
settled there tiefore the paasngs of 
the act, sod later, for those win* 
had settled before February 1, 
IHlfl. a privilege of temporary occu­
pancy wits given.
