I achish et al. were 
so astounding that Jabin. the king 
of Haior, was moved to send word 
to the various kings nearby, and to 
the «.Vnaanltes. Hittites. Jebnsltes 
and Hlvltea. m mobilise against the 
upstart newcomer and hla Israel­
ites.
