Process of Leavening
Bread 1» Ancient One

Leavened bread, or bread which 
Is made from distended dough, has 
been made since very early tlmaa. 
In fact, the leavening of bread was 
a practice known to the ancient 
Egyptian* They. In order to «use  
the new dough to rise, used to add 
a portion of dough which had been 
allowed to become sour. This old 
dough was « lie d  leaven, and gave 
the name to thia process of bread- 
making.
