One-third pound chicken; about 

I Va quart boiling w ater; 2 teaspoons 
salt; 1 small onion, sliced; 1-8 cup 

j flour; bit of bayleaf, dash of pep­
per and pastry.

Prepare chicken as for frlcasse 
Add bolting water, salt and pepper, 
onion 'w hole onion may he used, 
and removed a fte r cooking tender), 
liuyli-af and other seasonings If 
liked. Cook slowly until tender (1 
to 3 hours), adding boiling w ater a* 
necessary. There should be 3 cups 
w ater at end. W hen chicken Is 
tender, taste and add more salt If 
necessary. Take out H cup stock, 
let cool, and m ix to smooth paste 
w ith the flour, add to chicken and 

i let boil 2 minutes, let cool. Grease 
baking dish. D istribute pieces of 
chicken evenly In the dish, pour In 

1 thick part of stock and enough of 
the th inner part so that the liquid 
comes to 14 or % Inches of the top 
of the chicken. ( I f  meat la wholly 
covered, the crust w ill soak.) M ake  
pastry crust, rolling ra ther thick.
I t  Is usual to make a altt about 2 
Inches long In center then another 
at right angle* to allow the escape 
of steam. O r let the crust lie loose 
at the edges allow ing steam to es 
cape there also. Bake In a hot 
oven (450 degrees) for 20 minutes, 
then moderate >350 degrees) for 80 
minutes more. H eat rest of gravy  
to serve with the pie.

Variation  1.—Add 2 cups sliced or 
cubed potato or potato balls.

Variation 2. Add other vege­
tables as liked email onions, green 
peas and mushroom caps, young 
carrots — sliced — or small lim a  
beans.

Now, a crispy green salad and a 
light dessert quite complete the 
meal and make a moat pleasing 
combination. Perhaps you w ill like  
the following dessert recipe.

Tapioca— IsGtew<eid Style.
Use regular recipe fo r tapioca

1 table  
spoon butter (m elted), 1 cup flour, 
flavoring.

Beat eggs until fro thy and lemon 
colored. Add sugar and beat. Then 
add m ilk. M ix d ry ingredients, add 
to liquid m ixture. Then melted 
butter and flavoring. Bake in mod 
erate < SSO-degree) oven 10 to 15 
minutes. Should be baked in shal­
low pan so that result w ill be a 
th in  cake.

To  ro ll: Aa soon as cake is turned 
out, while still w arm , spread with  
a th in  layer beaten Jelly. Then roll 
and sprinkle w ith  powdered sugar. 
( By turning out on cheese cloth 
• dam p) It Is much easier to roll.)
