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SHOOTING OFFICERS.

The Sentinel has had something 
to «ay ip the p u t  In criticism of of­
ficers who have taken the live« of 
Innocent persons suspected of minor 
Crimea, and haa expreseed itself as 
opposed to the practice of shooting 
In making arrests of those guilty 
of minor crimes, when there is no 
reason to believe the person being 
arrested intends to resist

Thia criticism would in no way 
»PPly 1° the incidents connected 
with the capture of Sutherland, the 
Marcola killer. The officers were 
dealing with a man who was en­
deavoring to get them, with one 
whose former acts had put him  
entirely outside the law. The offi­
cers had been careful to make cer­
tain the man was the one they 
wanted. On former occasions they 
had refused to shoot because Iden­
tity was not certain.

But others hav? not been as fair 
as the sheriffs office has been.

" It ’s too bad he didn’t get more 
of them." is a remark that has 
been made probably hundreds of 
times since the dead body of Suth­
erland was taken by a sheriffs 
posse.

I t  is difficult to understand such 
an expression of opinion by those 
who are generally recognized as 
upstanding cltixens. Possibly it is 
a careless expression of opinion. 
Possibly those expressing such an 
opinion, if pinned down, would ad­
m it that they didn’t resUly mean 
what they said. We hope so.

Such expressions of opinion seem 
to be Induced to a large extent by 
the practice of officers in using 
stool pigeons in apprehending 
liquor law violators. No one has a 
very high regard for the stool pig­
eon. Probably not the most ardent 
dry advocate would take that kind

of a Job to assist In enforcement of 
I the law. but with that feature The
Sentinel will not now deal.

Taking of life is Justifiable only 
' under most serious conditions, and 
! taking the life of an officer in or­
der to avoid arrest is never Justl- 

; fiable, regardless of whether the 
methods used to bring about arrest 
are ethical and fair, regardless of 
whether the one being arrested is 
guilty.

In the first appearance of the of- 
! fleers at Marcóla, when two of their 
number were slain In cold blood and 
two others injured, the charge 
against the killer was a minor one, 
that of possession of liquor, or pos- 

Í sibly manufacture of liquor. The 
¡ penalty, even if conviction had re 
1 suited, would have been compara­
tively mild. The officers were not 
at the moment attempting to arrest 

> the one who fired the fatal shots.
The two officers who were killed 

i were acting in accordance with  
law. The law says that possession 
and manufacture of liquor is un 
lawful. The arrest was being made 
on a public highway, not in the 
the home of one who might have 
claimed the right to have whatever 
he wanted in his own castle.

There may be some question as 
to whether a city police officer and 
a game warden should have been 
participating in the raid, but that 
does not alter the fact that they 
were there at the order of the coun 
ty’s chief law enforcement official, 
the sheriff. They were enforcing 
the law which the sheriff Is sworn 
to enforce, and which a large pro­
portion of the citizens of the coun-i 
ty insist that he enforce.

There was no excuse whatever 
why anyone should have opened 
fire on the officers, yet two lives 
were snuffed out and two families 
were bereaved because law enforce­
ment officials were going about 
their business of enforcing the law.

Those who may favor repeal of 
the eighteenth amendment, or mod­
ification of the Volstead act. are go­
ing about it the wrong way by up­
holding killing of officers. There 
are hundreds of thousands who are 
in doubt about the wisdom of prohi­
bition laws who will line up with 
the prohibition forces on such an 
issue as th a t

I t  would take a warped imagina­
tion to claim any excuse for killing 
the officers who had made the 
arrest of one in possession of liquor, 
but not even a warped imagination 
can find excuse for killing officers 
who later sought the murderer. No 
stool pigeons were used. The offi­
cers located their man fairly and 
squarely and they faced fire to cap­
ture him. They took a chance on 
getting him before he got them.

Let those who have voiced the 
opinion that it is too bad the killer 
didn't get more of the officers ask 
themselves "Wo-i’d I  voice the ¡ 
same opinion if ont vf thus« ullt 
cers were my brother, -iy fati.er o

my son? What of the wife and In­
nocent children that death of one 
of these officers would have left 
widowed and orphaned! W hat if it 
were 1 engaged In performing what 
I  believed to be my duty!"

No one has more right to shoot 
down one who is enforcing the 
law than an officer has to shoot 
down one suspected of breaking the 
law.

i Carelessness of dry law enforce­
ment officers, such remarks aa 
those made by those who sympa­
thize with the Marcola killer are re­
sponsible to a large degree, this 
writer believes, for the lack of con­
cern so many have for human life, 
for the astonishing number of cold 
blooded murders by boys in their 
teens, for the regrettable disrespect 
for law that is rampant.

Human life is something that Is 
dear and precious to each of us and 
justifiable excuses for snuffing out 
the life of another are few.

I f  It be genuine It is 
Immediately deepened by new 
relations of A to hla own soul, 
to his neighbor B and to hts 
God. When personal thanksgiv­
ing is dominated by social vi­
sion and the love of God, It la 
the way of creating for all men 
a consciousness of life and Its 
value, that instinctively quick­
ens the spirit of worship. Thua 
the secret of thanksgiving Is the 
secret of living Itself. Where 
there Is no sanctuary of thanks­
giving there la no sense of the 
sacredness of life, and no reach­
ing forth of the soul In that giv­
ing and getting which under 
God’s power and blessing consti­
tute the true commerce of the 
spiritual world.
