The tuberculin test, given stu- 
dents in the city schools by county 

I health officials, was completed 
I Wednesday of last week and the 
num ber of positive reactions was 
reported less than the norm al aver­
age lo r the test. One hundred and 
eighty-five pupils were given the 

; test. Positive reactions were re ­
ported for 23 In the grades and 10 
in the high school. According to Dr. 
Seth Kerron, county health officer, 
a 30 per cent positive reaction is a 
normal average. The positive re­
action for Cottage Grove was 17.8 
per cent.

Announcement ha» been made by 
the school adm inistration office 
that cases showing a positive reac­
tion w ill be X-rayed  at Pacific  
Christian hospital In Eugene at a 
nominal fee of 32. Parents have 
been urged to cooperate w ith  coun­
ty  health officials by tak in g  advan­
tage of all assistance offered.

The test given last week was un­
der the direction of D r. Kerron, as­
sisted by D r. H arold Axiey, Mi»» 
Bess W illiam s and Mrs. Fitzgerald, 
county health nurses of Eugene, 
and Mrs. K . K. Mills. Mrs. Arm and  
W ynne and Mrs. J. S. Stew art, rep­
resenting the local public health  
group.
