Authorities Differ on
Soldier** Mercy Appeal

Several theories have been ad­
vanced to account for the military 
phrase to "give quarter," meaning 
to epare the life of an enemy In 
one'* power. A French writer named 
De Brleux asserted In ,072 that the 
pbrsee to "give quarter" arose 
from an agreement between the 
Dutch and Spanish whereby the 
ransom of a soldier was to he a 
quarter of hie wage*. Tbua, ac­
cording to this theory, where a cap­
tured soldier begged for quarter he 
offered hi* captor a quarter of Ids 
pay to spare hie life ; If the cap 
tor turned down the offer lie re 
fused io grant quarter. TTila theory, 
as the Oxford dictionary points out, 
la at variance with both the spirit 
and sense of the phrases to give 
and receive quarter. Sine* "quar­
ter" Is applied to a place, and the 
tent* or barracks where soldiers are 
lodged are called their quarters. It 
Is more probable that "give quar­
ter" originally referred to the send­
ing of captured troops to an as­
signed quarter or place In the csir.p 
or fort to be held until liberated, 
ransomed or condemned to slavery. 
Therefore, If  this theory la correct, 
gldqg a soldier quarter at first 
meant sending him to the quarter* 
of the captors, while ts refute him 
quarter rneunt to dispatch him with­
out mercy. Another theory de­
serves mentloo. One of the mean­
ings of “quarter” Is friendship, 
amity, or peace. I t  has been sug­
gested that to beg quarter orig­
inally employed the term tn this 
sense end meant to ask for peace,— 
Pathfinder Magazine.

Single Copies Scorned
by Thia Book Borrower

As a general rule, hook publish­
er- In this country depend mainly 
on lending libraries for their tales. 
In Denmark publishers are taking 
more drastic steps. One firm there 
I* trying to prevent libraries from 
lending Its books unless they double 
the ordinary price for them. Here, 
as condition* are at the moment, 
the libraries are the publisher's 
best friends. There are very few 
people who wan, to buy hooks, and 
large numbers who want to borrow 
them. The greatest book borrow­
er tn history, however, lived at a 
time when people who wanted 
books bad usually to buy them. Ue 
was the duke of Somerset, who waa 
lord protector tn the reign of Ed­
ward VI- He borrowed the whole 
of the books in the London Guild­
hall library, loading them onto 
carta and taking them away to read 
at his leisure. And he never re­
turned a single one. Three years 
ago a manuscript belonging to this 
collection waa found. It la the only 
survivor.—London Mail.

W hen Egg» W ere Cheap
The fresh egg. that succulent ar­

ticle. which frequently graces the 
breakfast table. Is not usually as­
sociated with bridge building, saya 
an article In the Edinburgh Jour­
nal. Nevertheless the npper North 
Water bridge which spans the river 
North Esk near Montrose, contains 
this strange Ingredient In lta fab­
ric. The bridge waa constructed 
about 1780. and at that period eggs 
were coating about one penny per 
dozen of 14. but were not then re­
garded aa of any special food valne. 
Hundreds of dozens were brought 
from the village of Fettercalrn and 
the surrounding district to the 
scene of the work and mixed Into 
the mortar, thereby Increasing Its 
tenacity and assuring durable work­
manship when the bridge was com­
pleted.

"Caatars of Population"
By center of population, us-used 

by statisticians. Is meant the point 
about which the total population of 
a district or country la conceived to 
balance. In other words It la the 
eenter of gravity of population, as­
suming that the district Is a plane 
and that each unit of population 
has the same weight. Suppose all 
the people of the United State* are 
conceived a* resting on a weightless 
plane havlDg the alze and shape of 
the United States. The center of 
population would be the point 
where the plane would balance on 
a single support.—Pathflder Mag- 
axlne.

“T rade”  aad "Profession”
"Trade” applies to any mechan­

ical employment or handicraft ex­
cept agriculture, which Is an occu­
pation. "Profession" Is used to 
denote a learned calling, such as 
clergyman, lawyer, doctor, civil en 
glneer. teacher. A craft la a trade 
which requires especial skill, such 
as carpenter, bricklayer and black­
smith. "Craft" and “trade" are 
often used Interchangeably and 
not Infrequently “craft" and “art" 
are about the tame. "Business" la 
almost exclusively used to de­
scribe commercial or mercantile 
occupations.

Last “Trial by Battle“
Under Old English Law

The case that r«ault«Kl In the dis 
continuance of “trials by bettle" In 
England wss the murder of Mary 
Ashford by Abraham Thornton, 
May 27, 1817. The defendant us­
ing the statute of Gloucester, plead 
ed not guilty and was acquitted, 
English law permitted the next 
friend of the dw-eaeed to bring a 
second suit within *  year and a 
day. end this was done by the 
brother of the girt, who waa moat 
brutally murdered. The defend­
ant at this second trial again plead­
ed not guilty and threw down hla 
glove demanding trial by combat, 
which the Judge (Chief Justice El 
lenhorough) decided was according 
to English law In the following 
statement: “The general law of the 
land Is In favor of the wager of bat­
tle, and It Is our duty to pronounce 
the law as It Is and not as we 
may wish It to be. Wbrtever 
prejudices therefore may Justly ex- 
let against the mod« of trial, still as 
It la the law of the land the court 
must pronounce Judgment for IL" 
The brother of the girl, William 
Ashford, was weak and frail and, 
following the procedure of the law, 
was permitted to cry craven and re­
cede from the trial. This reunited 
In practically an acquittal for 
Thornton, who disappeared and I* 
said to have gone to America. This 
trial resulted la an act of parlia­
ment passed June 23, 1819, which 
received the royal assent abolish­
ing trials by “battle."

Quaint Rental Payment
for English Freehold*

Tlie ancient ceremony of render­
ing quit-rent services by the city 
of London took place before the 
king's remembrancer, Sir O. A. Bon­
ner, at the Law Oourts building re­
cently. One of the service« Is In 
re«[>c<'t of a piece of land—the lo­
cation of which cannot today be 
Identified—called 'The Moora," 
near Bridgenorth. Shropshire. The 
other 1« by “the tenants and occu­
piers of a tenement called The  
Forge.' ” on a piece land once 
need by the Knights Templar for 
tbelr tournaments and now covered 
by the la w  Court* building. The 
ceremony dates back more than 700 
years, when rents were paid In kind 
Instead of In cash. The city so­
licitor rendered service In respect 
of “The Moors" by cutting two 
small bundles of faggots with a 
hatebet aad a bill-hook. There­
after, be counted out, one by one, 
six horseshoes and 61 nails In re­
spect of “The Forge."

Complete 
color blindness or tbe loss of ap­
preciation of color« 1« almost ex­
clusively seen In acquired color 
blindness, occurring In optic nerve 
atrophy, although a number of 
cates of congenital color blindness 
has been reported. Color blind­
ness cannot he corrected, as It Is 
a permanent defect Color hltnd- 
ness confuses red and green only; 
the other colors appear to be nor­
mal. This Is, of course, true of 
color blindness In the ordinary 
sense, not In total color blindness
