Cottage Grove, Jan. 10.—(To the
Editor.)—I have just reaa your
reply to my Iinquiry relative to
city’s indebtedness and must say I
cannot make it agree with either
your editorial statement or budget
report.

Your editorial statement: “At the
present rate of reduction the city
will have no outstanding warrants
at the end of five years, in ten
years the city will have cleaned up
practically all of its bonds, water
sewer, street, city hall, armory and
refunding.”

Your statement in last issue: “The
Sentinel did not say that all bonds
would be cleaned up in ten years.
It said that all street and sidewalk
Bancroft bonds and that a large
part of the other bonds would be
retired.”

in ten years the city have
cleaned up practically all its bonds
may be too optimistic. The Sentine
finds those were the words it used
But, with an indebtedness of $328-
100.84 reduced to $84.000, or pos
sibly to less than $80,000, it will

seem to us that we have cleaned
up practically all our indebtedness.
The reduction in interest will then
be sufficient to keep up bond pay-
ments.

Mr. Kem's most serious error
his assumption that money bud-
geted for payment of Bancroft
bonds is all that will be applied to
such payments. Property benefitted
by street improvements has been

(assessed a sufficient amount to re-
tire all bonds as they fall due. The

$5,000 put into this year's budget
is merely to take care of payments
that have not been made because
of the property being taken over
by the city. It is not right that any
of these bonds should be paid by
general taxation, but such action is
necessary for maintenance of the

ecredit of the city. The city expects |

to meet payments on Bancroft
bonds as they fall due, but there is
a possibility that some of them, not

On the $25,000
issue of trunk sewer bonds, pay-
ments of $§1,500 a year are now be-
ing made. On the $15000 issue of
armory bonds payments of $1000 a
year are being made. As already
stated, payments of $2.500 annually
