{education does take nearly half our
|taxes. There are other expenses
that are equally as great. The stu-
dent himself, in fees, board, ex-
penses of a house, social expenses
that he would not have at home
pays an amount that probably |s
equal to the amount that Is paid

directly by taxation

It these additional eXpenses
that higher education out o©
the reach of the greater proportion
of high school graduates, and that

means that higher education, in its
battle for tax funds, does not have
the sympathy of the greal masses
beyond whose reach it is. It is hu
man bature to be opposed to, or at
Jeast mot greatly interested in, the
things we can not ourselves have.
Parents of children who can not
send their children to college feel
much the same as those who parti-
cipated in a tea party many years
ago, that they are being taxed with-
out having representation.

| The Sentinel was one of the first,
if not the first, to suggest that stu-
dent feea be increased. They were
increased soon after The Sentinel
made its suggestion. The principle

is correct. By that method those
who get higher education pay a
greater proportion than those who
do not get it. But the idea can not

be carcied too far, because the fees
act as & deterrent for many worthy
young men and women who are de-

serving of education, young men
and women who probably would get
more out of ed n than many

are nothing. How-
yion of this writer,
it is better for students to pay thelr
money than for activities
that go with college life but are not
necessarily a part of college, such
as fraternities and sororities. It is
admitted that these organizations
serve a purpose. Membership there-
in may be desirable, but when they
become more important to the stu-
education itself, when
in classes and cliques,
make education seem
unattainable to those who would
feel that they had not been to col-
lege if they failed to make a house,
our institutions of higher learning
would be better off without them.

The board of higher education is
endeavoring to subordinate foot-
ball, which too often has been al-
most a major subject, and it may
be that the board can do something
about these other things and put
higher education more within the
reach of the masses.
