Grove, a «mall boy 1« dead. A 
sympathetic ambutanc» driver who 
brought the youngster to a Eugene 
hospital lust before his death jump­
ed to a surmise of starvation. He 
did this because the family has been 
on charity ration*. Medical rxsn«- 
natton and the Red Cross records 
proved the surmise absolutely 
groundless.

The boy was the victim of in­
testinal disorders, not lack of food. 
It is possible his death might be 
traced indirectly to poverty The 
intestinal troubles may have been 
due to improper preparation of the 
food. One of the moet difficult 
problems in poor relief is that In 
many families there is nobody who 
knows how to handle the diet Eroo- 
erlv. Poverty may have caused the 
deiav in summoning medical help.

If there is any lesson in the death 
of the small bov at London, it is 
that this countv mav be penny wise 
and pound foolish when It oiakes 
drastic cuts in hard times in health 
and educational services. The Red 
Cross can and does provide relief 
and it does It promptly and It doe* 
what it can with the reconstruction 
of depression-stricken families, but 
it requires a comprehensive pr>> 
gram of relief, education and health 
work to prevent many of these de­
pression tragedies.
