To those of us gardeners to
whom it is not permitted to d
much eling, how Inters ng it
Is to know something of the hi
and natural habita: of the an
in our gardens. and how It ea:r
tbout that they now grow in the
same gardens

Men have never been satisfied t
ralse only those plants which they
found growing in their particular

ils. They have all wanted new
plants, better varieties and Iin thelr

Journeyings have found and brought
home their own gardens plants
that seemed desirable or that pleas
ed their fancy

The first organized expedition for
this purpose, of which we have any

to

record, occurred during the reign
of Queen Hatshepsut of Egvot
about 1570 B. C., when she sent a
fleet of ships and a crew of her

best gardeners to the land of Pent
to bring back incense trees to plant
In the garden before her great
temple at Luxor., The.story of this
expedition and its success is carv-

ed on the walls of the temple. Th
scenes depict the gardeners loading
the ships with incense trees, plant

ed in tubs, and piling the deck with
secds

This doesn't mean that
Hatshepsut's gardeners were the
first men ever to introduce the
plants of one land Into another
but they were the first ones to get
into the records

Today Uncle Sam has a group of
explorers who visit all the countries
of the world, penetrating deep into
unexplored regions, through great
dangers and many hardships in
search of new and rare plants that
may add to man's comfort, health
or the beauty of his gardens

If we can learn something of our
plant’s origin and the story of their
Journey to our gardens, what n
fascinating study it would make.

For Instance. in my tiny rockery

have Scotch Heather and Blue
Bells of Scotland, a Swedish Bell
Heather, Scillas from England,
