1'tte Sentinel would oppose sales 
tax If II believed there was any 
other way of lay ,n g  state taxes 
without serious Injury to countiea 
If It could see any other way by 
which overburdened farmers. Um­
ber owners, home owners and other 
holders of real propety could be re­
lieved, but It sees no other way, so 
will support sales tax.

Ih s Malheur tax league seas for 
newspaper comment on Its argu­
m ents against the tax. The Sentinel 
la pleased to comment upon a faw 
of the claims made by tbs league. 
Many of Us statem ents are as sen­
sible as this one: "Under tbs two 
per cent tax the farmer conducting 
a roadside stand would pay JOo a 
mbnth In sales tax." Fifty dollars la 
2 par cent of »2,000. so the farmer 
Who would pay a »50 tax would 
have an income of »2,500 a month 
from his stand, or »30,000 a year. 
The farmer doing a roadside 
business of »30,000 annually isn t 
going to Hick about a sales ,««

In its computaUon to show what 
sales tax would cost the city of 
Ontario, in Malheur county, it 
places the reduction In real proper­
ty taxes at 5** mule, while those 
who have given the subject careful 
study place the reducUon at no less 
than an average o f V mills, with 
savings in Individual cases, includ­
ing elimination of personal prop­
erty tax, as high as 24 per cant 
and farm property was used in 
making this computaUon.

“The counties can not gat any 
money out of sales tax," the league 
says. Competent authorities believe 
receipts from sales tax will be 
double the amount required for 
state purposes, in which case half 
of sales tax collections will revert 
to counties for relief of real prop­
erty. In addition to that let's take 
the case of ila iheur county. Tax 
collections there probably are not 
over 50 per cen t The state's re­
quirement from Malheur can h« t-H- 
ly be less than »100,000. Using that 
figure, and assuming that 5o per 
cent of taxes are delinquent the 
county must dig up, out of the 50 
per cent of taxes It has collected 
for Itself, »50,000 of the state tax 
not paid. At least one county in 
Oregon has total tax collections 
not more than equal to what the 
state requires from i t  which means 
that it has nothing left for the con­
duct of its own business. T h u  
county is certain that sales tax 
would be a great relief.

The league seta up tables to show 
that the state, without sales tax, 
will have a sufficient income, with­
out greatly embarrassing anyone, to 
pay all its bills and eliminate a »4 - 
000,000 deficit. The fellow who pre­
pared that table should have been 
before the ways and means com­
mittee of the recent legislative ses­
sion. Without sales tax the only 
way the state can pay Its bills and 
retire the deficit is by placing a 
heavy burden upon real property, 
admitted by the Malheur league to 
be 5H mills. If that league doesn't 
think 5H mills amount to a n y th in g  

let it propose adding that to the tax 
burden of the farmers of Malheur 
county. Also, It must be borne In 
m ln d th a t If half of taxes are not

collecting taxes, end should be able

MASOCHISM.
A few days ago Qeorge Barnard

Shaw spent a day or two In New
York. While there he made 
speech. In fact, he Insisted upon 
making a speech or he wouldn't 
have come.

In his speech he hurled satirical
Javelins at his audience, referred 
to our constitution as a charter of 
anarchy and told bankers and oth 
er members of the audience what 
kinds of nincompoops and nitwits 
he pretended to believe they were 
And the audience liked It, as is the 
way with American audiences 

Referring to applause, th« Ore­
gonian commented "The audience 
cheered and clapped and cheered 
again In the most amazing example 
of masochism in the history of 
America."

What George Bernard said in 
Jsst was hgrdly at severe as what 
the Oregonian has said serloualy, 
if we accept the common definition 
of "masochism." the definition that 
we accept in our every day con 
venation on the streets, the defini­
tion that Is accepted at our bridge 
clubs, in our pool rooms and by- 
ditch diggers, hen-pecked husband's 
and others whose conversation is 
limited to words of one, two and 
three syllables.

Ths common definition taught in 
the fourth or fifth grade of our 
schools, the common definition 
used by the g n a t  masses of the 
people who employ the word many 
times a day Is: "A condition of 
sexual perversion in which a per­
son derives pleasure from being 
dominated or even cruelly treated 
by one of the opposite sex."

Inasmuch as the greater part of 
the Shaw audience was male, it 
may be that the Oregonian Intend­
ed its use of the word as a subtle 
WSV of calling George Bernard an 
old woman, but even our English 
friend, Mr. Shaw, would not call us 
a nation of sexual perverts.

Of course, it may be that the 
Oregonian was not familiar with 
the common Main street definition  
of the word, which is not at all im­
probable Inasmuch as it seldom 
stoops to use the every - day lan­
guage of the rabble.

In rooting In 
time the term came to signify In 
dlan bread, and the Inhabitants of
