Bridge Engineer McCullough la 
Said to Have Given 

Insult to Lumber.

Charging that the «tale highway 
department ha« broken faith with 
the lumber Industry of Oregon, 
lumbermen of the atala will moat 
at Portland lodav for lha purpose 
of perfecting a state-wide orgaolaa- 
tton to promote the cause of wood 
bridge« on the Oregon Coaat high- 
way.

The mealing ha« been called by C. 
C. Crow, editor of the I’aclflo Coast 
Lumber Digest.

Crow rape tho bridge engineer« 
of the atate highway detrurtment 
and hint« at poaalbla »tap« to re­
move thoee instating on concrete 
and steel bridges In place of wooll­
en bridges, terming them "spend­
thrifts." ano threatening to replace 
tnem with "tnen who realise that 
borrowed money ha« to be paid 
back and that the fallow who foots 
the bill 1» entitled to some consid­
eration."

In hie letter Crow charges that 
bridges built of concrete and steel 
"have cost the people many million« 
of dollars more than was necessary 
had wood been used.” and empha 
sixes the necessity of effecting  
economies by using lumber manu­
factured here In the state rather 
than concrete and ••.eel sent In 
from outside points.

Crow further charg<« that Bridge 
Engineer McCullough, "who has for 
many years had a free hand In 
building these concrete monuments 
to suit his every fancy regardless of 
coet," admitted that he had not 
been trying to push the use of lum­
ber In tire construction of Oregon 
bridges. Upon pressure from lum­
bermen. McCullough drew up plane 
for the bridge across the Alsea riv­
er at Waldport using lumber. Crow 
continues:

"1 heard that the state bridge de­
partment had recently put on extre 
help In drawing plans to build a 
number of concrete a p d steel 
bridge« on our coast highway with 
the money which it propose to 
borrow from the government. 1 im ­
mediately called Mr. McCullough 
and he defiantly Informed me my 
Information was correct, became 
arrogant, referred to the lumber 
Industry as the lousy lumber Indus­
try.' and stated plainly that he had 
discarded the plans for the Wald­
port bridge and that new plana, us­
ing steel and concrete, jvcre already 
completed end stated furthermore 
that all Coast highway bridges 
would either be built of steel nnd 
concrete or not at all.’

"The state highway commission 
and the bridge engineering depart­
ment Is 100 per cent for the utilisa­
tion of lumber In every piece of 
construction possible," Carl O. 
Washburns, member of the commis­
sion. stated Friday In connec­
tion with Crow's letter. "However. 
In designing the bridges for the 
Coast highway there were many 
things to be taken into considera­
tion which led to the conclusion 
that concrete end steel should be 
the dominant structural material.

"Such things as resistance to high 
winds sometimes reaching a veloc­
ity of 00 miles an hour, the de­
teriorating effect of damp salt air. 
the danger of fire destroying Im­
portant bridges and lastly the speci­
fications of the federal government 
for bridges on a highway that may 
be used for military purposes «11 
must be considered In designing 
these bridges." Mr Washburnc 
pointed out.

Finally, the commissioner ex­
plained, the money for the bridges 
la coming from federal sources and 
not from local taxpayers, except In­
sofar as It comes from those who 
pay federal taxes.

In regard to the economy in wood 
bridges, scientific tests have proved 
that untroated bridges will last but 
eight years In the coast country. 
Treated bridges will last approxi­
mately 30 years, but cost as much 
as concrete which lasts forever.”

Road Boss and Others
Are Off County Payroll
Non-payment of taxee hag reach­

ed such proportions that the county 
road superintendent, foreman at 
the county road shop and the coun 
ty Juvenile officer are . to be d is­
pensed with for a period of at leant 
three months. District road patrol­
men have been notified thnt noth­
ing but emergency road work Is to 
be done during the next three 
months, which are the months that 
road work usually Is at Its height. 
Other reduction« In expense« are 
contemplated to make a total sav­
ing of at least 112,000 monthly.

Ed Tullar of thle city was road 
superintendent and received a sal­
ary of $1,500 annually.

j that money Is easier than It was 
six months ago, it la no wonder 

1 that there Is a decided uptrend 
! in business. Ihst parking space Is 
I scarce in the business section Sat­
urday nlgnts and that the number 
of persona on the at rests has In­
creased to such a number as to be 

I noticeable, no wonder relief work 
has been practically eliminated.

So far the mills here have not 
adopted the 4-L scale of wages re­
cently agreed upon by Columbia 
river operators. This Increase would 
bs approximately 111 cents an hour, 
or a wage Increase of $400 a day 
for the entire lumber payroll,

Wagei, Minimum Hours and 

Trade Agreements Are 
in Document.

Chicago, July 1. A national basic 
code for the nation's lumbering in­
dustry calling for upward revbdon 
of wage scale« was adopted today 
bv the directorate of the National 
Lumber Manufacturers' associa­
tion.

The coda said It was the purpose 
of industry to restore, "as rapidly 
ns practicable" wage rates preva­
lent in the Industry In 1036, but ad­
justed In proportion Io changes In 
the cost of living

The year 1036 was a prosperous 
period for the lumber Industry and 
wages for common labor reached a 
peak, varying according to regions.

The basic code was general In 
nature a form In which «hall he 
written In by regional group« such 
matters as minimum wages, work­
ing hours and prices for products.

To apply the code to regions, nine 
divisions were created anil directed 
to adopt price and wage agree­
ment« and report them back to an 
emergency national committee for 
approval before eubmlaelon of the 
code to President Roosevelt.

The section of the code pertain­
ing to prices read:

"Each section shall establish, and 
from time to time revise, a scale of 
minimum prices for each recognis­
ed standard classification of logs, 
lumber and timber products offered 
for eale by producers and manufac­
turers within the division."

M ott is After Money
For Land Grant Counties
A letter to Worth Harvey of thle 

city from Congressman James W 
Mott gives the Information that 
there Is strong possibility of the 
land grant counties getting their 
usual allotment from the federal 
government In lieu of taxes on O. 
A C. lands taken back from the 
Southern Pacific.

Mr. Mott says there Is a lajeslblli- 
ty of t h e  comptroller general 
changing his opinion that these 
■»aymenta must be made from re­
ceipt»- from O. *  C. lands, that In 
case this official does not reverse 
himself, the attorney general will 
be asked to pass upon the Interpre­
tation of the Htanfleld act under 
which these payments are made If 
he upholds the comptroller, nothing 
further can be done this year, but 
Mr Mott will Introduce an amend­
ment to the ac» providing that such 
payments shall be made regardless 
of whether they can be mails from 

. O. A C. funds.
Mr. Mott Is on the public lands 

cnmmltt. *  to which such an 
amendment would be referred, and 
at the recent seeslon succeeded In 
smothering a bill that would have 
repealed the Htanfleld act.

VISIT TO HOOVER DAM

Mighty River Will Have to 
Flow Severn Years to

Fill Rueervoir.

An Interesting description of a 
trip to Hoover dam Is given by A.
B. Wood of Han Diego in a letter to 
The HenttneL alUiough he expresses 
regret that he hasn't the ability to 
fully describe wliat he «aw. He take« 
no cognizance of the eltang« In 
name by the democrats. Mr. Wood's 
latter Is In part as follows;

"Regions of comfort and regions 
of privation, valleys and dsasrte 
where the summer heat would be 
Intense and yet * •  could look up 
at the mountains aud »ee «now 

I every day.
"The contrasts are more varied 

and greater than can generally ba 
found in so limited an area. A 
most remarkable feature Is that ws 

: were able tu explore all of those 
, change« In ease and comfort In a 
‘ period of five days without fatigue 
lor hardship. Uur roads wore hlgh- 
: way» mostly of easy grades and 
well surfaced. No difficult or dan­
gerous section«.

"We commented on tho absence 
I of streams of water and the ab­
sence of natural forest trees. Wbars 

1 Irrigation waa used any crops would 
' grow and fields and orchards -were 
green. Where men did not irrigate 
•mall desert shrubs and vegetation 

| ruled.
"We traveled a distance of W66 

miles In a round trip. In that dis­
tance w o passed from modern city, 
through beautiful orchards of Klv- 

i erslde and Han Bernardino, gardens 
and homes, flourishing alfalfa  
field«, through mountains and over 
deserts, ancient lake bads now dry 
and river beds without water.

"We visited Hoover dam, to be the 
highest dam yet constructed, that 
will make a reservoir so great that 
It will require six or seven years' 
flow of the Colorado river to fill IL 
The construction work la fascinat­
ing. In a barren, arid, rocky region 
a city haa been built, and all mod­
ern conveniences Installed. At tbs 
work huge machines, steam  ahovsls. 
trucks, hoisting works and cable 
ways, railroad tracks and equip­
ment, Lhu most modern electrical 
and mechanical devloes era In use.

"We visited the -Ghost City' of 
Rhyolite, at one time an active 
western mining camp of some 20,- 
000 persona at Its peak, but now 
empty except for an occasional 
tourist or prospector. A fine rail­
road depot, to whloh no railroad 
now runs, would be an ornament la 
any city of 10,000 population. Other 
building* of Iron and concrete, now 
hollow sheila, tell of prosperity and 
hope and of forgotten builders.

"We dropped down into Death 
valley, the scene of tragedy to men 
and women who sought to cross It 
In their rush to ths California gold 
fields We traversed some 25 miles 
of Its bed and spent a night at 
Furnace creek, where we found a 
comfortable auto camp supplied 
with all conveniences.

"The next morning we stood on 
IMnte'e View Point' from which 

one can look down to the lowest 
point of exposed earth In the con­
tinental United State« and at the 
same moment look up to see the 
highest point in the United States, 
top of Mount Whitney.

"It Is a wonderful trip to take, 
through Edenlc gardens and un- 
rodeetnable wastes, through re­
gions of modern and populous cities 
and regions of unoccupied desola­
tion. The dam Is one of ths great­
est of modern construction feats, 
end elsewhere one sees evidence of 
large enterprise whose only con­
nection Is with now alm ost forgot­
ten day».

"Extremes are evident al) the 
way, the greatest and ths least, the 
highest end the low est the new  
and the old, naturo in the raw and 
nature as remodeled by nuxn."
