Five-horse teams were hitched up 
in two to three minutes, alx-borse 
teams In from three to five minutes, 
and elgbt-borae teams In from four 
to seven minutes for the team The 
teams were unhitched at the rate of 
one to three minutes for tlx  horse 
teams, and two minutes. 30 seconds 
to four minutes for eight-horse 
teams.
