Yet NRA officials have felt it
nécessary to issue a warning
against any worker attempting to
hold two jobas.

“Repeated complaints have been
received,” the warning states, “that
certain employes in the lumber in-
dustry have been working in two
Jobs, drawing double pay, while
thousands of unemployed sought
work."

One man holding two jobs these
days would be reprehensible even if
there were no NRA program. The
practice is, as an NRA officlal
characterizes it, a vicious one.

They got the job
because, already having had a day's
work, they offered to work cheaper
than other musicians.

No doubt these workers and these
musicians would throw a fit if
their employers neglected to live up
to the NRA code, but a chiseler is
& gentleman compared to anyone
who, already having had a full
day’'s work, beats another fellow
out of a job by offering to work
cheaper.

The NRA program is not going
to go over unless severe punish-
ment is dealt out to those who
would hog all the benefits, be they
employers or employes.

The utmost
punishment is to send a man horge
if he will not work.

Yet the 3-C camps are developing
the same spirit which makes crack
regiments. The men take pride in
their camps because it is pleasanter |
and healthier to be in camps which |
are clean and neat. They take pride
in their appearance and in their
work. These youngsters, rescued
from the idleneas of city streets, are
getting a lot of new ideas about life. |

They like these friendly, gentle-
manly young officers and the kind- |
ly, resourceful woodsmen of the for-
est service. To begin with, as one
young man put it, they “sure know |
their stuff”. There is some good
reason for everything they ask. And
that's all they need to do—ask.

Strange as it may seem, you will
find these professional soldiers dis-
cussing seriously and with intense
interest the socia] aspects of the |
woods experiment.
