toes, apple culls, and beet fojw, 
should he mixed with straw, stover 
or some dry roughage to Improve 
tlie quality of silage. Croi>a which 
have become mature In the Held, 
such as corn fodder, may tie made 
Info fairly g,x»d silage by adding 
enough water to at least equal the 
w ei.iit of the dry material. This 
preveula much of the waste Inci­
dent to leaving corn stalks stand 
I ng In the Held. Corn even vv lien 
It Is well shocked—loses mtlch more 
of Its nutritive value than It would 
If  made Into silage. During the 
process of allage making, under 
good conditions, com should lose 
less 5 i»er cent of Its dry matter.

In case of mature corn, it Is usu 
ally advisable to remove at least 
the best of the ears. If  the silage 
Is to lie used principally for Ihe 
maintenance of cattle. But If  the 
silage Is to he fed to milking cows 
or to heef cattle tor gains. It saves 
labor to leave the ears In the atinge 
Mature corn lu the silage also in i' 
proves palatahlllty. Larger qimn 
titles of the stover silage than of 
silage coutulnlug the ears are nec­
essary for maintenance

In most cases, it Is advisable lo 
add one pound of some protein con 
céntrate to a full feed of allage for 
each l.tkk) pounds of catite being 
maintained. In the case of silage 
consisting of one th'rd or more teg 
nnies, a supplemental protein feed 
is not necessury.

Drouth Proves Value
of New Milo Variety

I'la iit breeders who are trying to 
! develop diKease resistant strains of 

niilo had un unu- tai experience In 
i-onneition with the drouth at the 
dry hind experiment station which 
the I'nlted States l«epartment of 
Agriculture maintains near Dalhart 
in the Texas Panhandle The bu­
reau of plant Industry has at tlie 
l«alhart station Helds that have 
t.eeu cropped continuously to mllo 
in order to keep up a maximum In­
fection with the soll-horne niilo dis­
ease. This enables them to plant 
new varieties o ' mllo and subject 
them Immediately to as severe a 
test as any mllo would ever meet

For severul yeura the Infection 
has killed most of the plants while 
they were young. This year the 
mllo breeders planted a reslvtant 
«train developed at the Garden City 
-Kan.) sub-station which lived In 
spite of the disease In the soil. All 
around this Hel I. crops were sc.ere 
!y Injured by drouth, bnt this mllo 
remained green and vigorous. The 
scientists account for thia In two 
ways: The variety la evidently re 
« stant to the disease under the most 
severe drouth. So few plants were 
able to survive on these plots In 
previous years that they did not ex­
haust the moisture, an I plants on 
these plots are now using this ac 
cumulated moisture

New Wheat Variety
The Manitoba agricultural col
