STRIKE NEWS
Portland, Monday, June 3. 1935

Fourteen concerns that have been idle resumed operations this morning, all of 
them on a strictly open shop basis without signing any kind of an agreement with anyone.

In all parts of both Oregon and Washington groups of men have, independent of 
any organisation, gone to their former employers and ndvised that a majority are anxious 
to go back to work without union recognition and as a result a number of mills are now 
in the procoss of getting their crews ready to start, which leaves no doubt but that the 
strike is coming to a close very rapidly

Mill owners are advising inquiring employees that they arc ready to stnrt any time 
the men come to them independently and signify a willingness to return to their jobs It 
now develops most employes who have taken out union cards have done so under threats 
and the radicals who are running the show are finding it almost impossible to collect 
dues from these men who are in want while the racketeers are drawing big pay for herd 
ing them around on picket lines when they could otherwise be nt work drawing consider­
ably more money than they were receiving when forced to give up their jobs.

False reports continue to be sent out from Union headquarters, stating that promi­
nent operations have resumed operations under union agreements while there is not a 
word of truth in such statements. No mill of any consequence in either Oregon or Wash 
ington out of the many that have started recently have made any kind of an agreement 
with the union. Facts arc the union organisers are more interested in collecting dues than 
they are in the men they are supposed to represent, as was indicated in a case in the Port 
land district when a prominent organizer told a mill owner that he didn’t care what he 
paid his men so long as he recognized the union. In other words, he is getting his out of the 
dues and his first thought is to make sure that his own graft is perpetuatod regardless of 
what the employes of the mills and camps are paid.

In Oregon only 3% of the mills are down on account of the strike, in other words, 
97% are sawing every dny, the men in camps and mills are getting in full time and the 
striko is a matter of past history for all but a comparatively few.

Union organizers and rndicals arc making a desperato last minute drive to get in 
more money for dues even though they know it is only a question of a short time until 
everyone will ngain bo back to work on the same open shop basis that has always been 
used in the ’umber industry all over the world.

Do not believe anything you read in the papers about mills “ signing up” with the 
union bocause theso false statements are purely fodder mixed up to feed the strikers who 
have boon strung along until they are now coining to their senses, deserting the radical 
leadership nnd asking to be put back to work That is exactly what is being done and will 
continue to be until all worthwhile men who have proved by their loyalty that they are 
entltlod to havo their jobs again, are hack on tho payroll.
