\ \  e will at least learn to evaluate teachers who are capable 
of giving the sehool patrons siunething besides book training 
lo r  their children and perhaps in years to come be more gener­
ous in the m atter of salaries which w ill assure higher standards 
in our educational system. Good teachers are like other good 
things of life, wé never sorely miss them until wc have to do 
without their services.
