W ith  the advent of the war 
AAA changed its emphasis quick­
ly from basic crop control and ad­
justment to the encouragement of 
farm ing practices which would 
help insure maximum production 
w ith  m inimum damage to the na­
tion's soil resources, said Weaver.

Thousands of these American 
*oldiPrs w ill have traveled in ships 
that, o rig ina lly  intended fo r tank 
carriers, are being converted into 
troop transjoorts. Conversion of 
these port holeless, unheated and 
unventilated ships inquired new- 
heating and ventila ting  control 
systems to assure troop comfort 
and health. Engineers of a M in­
neapolis Company, call«>d in by 
the shipbuilders, laid out a mod­
em heating and ventila ting con; 
tro l system that guaranteed speci­
fic  temperatures to r individual 
parts of each ship and previewed a 
constant supply of fresh air. The 
system is s im ilar in many ways to 
the personalized and zone heating 
controls promised fo r postwar 
homes and apartments.
