TAX CUT
WASHINGTON Rep. Ells-
worth (R-Ore) said Tuesday he

favofed cutting taxes after care-
ful study to see what income the
government needs to operate ef-
ficiently.

He told a reporter that. he did
not now believe he could approve
proposals for a slash of 20 per
cent in income taxes as proposed
by some house leaders.

“We should ge about handling
the finances of the government
in an orderly manner,” Ellsworth
said.
