UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE ABUSES
—To-st ate unemployment insurance hemming something of a 

racket in many instances! The official figures had one to that 
unsavory conclusion.

In 1946, a year of full employment, the ratio of benefits pai«l 
to contributions collected for the country as a whole was 120.1 
per eent. Eighteen states paid out more in lienefits than they re­
ceived in unemployment levies, and three paid out more than 
twice as much.

The experience in 1947 was a little better. But the ratio of 
benefits paid to contributions collected was over 70 per eent. and 
several states paid out more than they took in.

It must be kept in mind that this happened during*years 
when the national income, employment and pro«Iiicti<>n in gen­
eral were at an all-time peak. In another depression with its «-on 
eral were at an all-time peak. In another depression with its con­
sequent mass unemployment, it is almost impossible to visualize 
what would happen to the fumis. Obviously, their receipt would 
be only a drop in the bucket compared to outgo, and a stu­
pendous burden would b«-.plaee«| on the taxpayers.

Those who have studied the matter are convinced that many 
men are using the unemployment funds as a means of obtaining 
free vacations when they don’t feel like working—and that 
laxity either in the law or in the administration of the law is 
making this possible. That is an inexeuKalde abuse of a system 
which was set up to help those who were out of work through 
no fault of their own ami couldn't find a job after a period of 
honest, agressive Keaching.

Time to Apply 
DDT Dust Soon

It will soon be time to apply 
DDT dust for the control of hairy 
vetch seed weevil, according to W. 
B. Parker, assistant county agent 
He reports that the first of this 
week he examined hairy vetch on 
i number of farms in the Junction 
City and Alvadore areas but 
found no seed ports However, he 
reports that he and the farmers in 
these areas believe it will probab­
ly be a week before there will be | 
vetch jxxIk forming. Present in­
dications are that the proper time 
for dusting may be somewhat
later than it was in 1947.

The county agent states that it 
is important that the dust be ap­
plied at the time the first ports ap­
pear. Growers are cautioned to be 
on the lookout for these- first pods 
and be prepared to dust promtly. 
The assistant county agent will 
assist farmers in checking their 
vetch fields for pods on request

The time these first pods appear 
may vary somewhat from field to 
field, pods often appearing first 
on »dry hill ground and a day or 
two later on the more moist hot-- 
tom land. Wolly|x>d vetch blooms 
and sets pods aixiut ten days 
earlier than hairy vetch, but it is 
advisable to disregard this hairy 
vetch fields and wait for the hairy 
vetch to set fxxh which ate
smooth.

Both ground dusters and air- 
planes have been demonstrated to 
be satisfactory methods for thr 
application of DDT dust, Parker 
states. Complete coverage is es­
sential for g«x»d control with ei­
ther type of equipment. For liest 
results, dusting should be done 
on a quiet warm day.

Further infprmation on control 
of vetch weevil is given in Oregon 
Station Circular of Information 
No. 372. Control of Weevil in 
Hairy Vetch Grown for Seed. Cop­
ies of this bulletin arc available at 
the county agent s office.
