Because of higher 
freight rates, the cost nt the Vc- 
neta unloading ¡mint is $10 M0 per 
ton. The only limitation on lime 
allowance in 1!MH is the $2.00 per 
cropland acre limit for payment 
and the $500 practice limitation 
for any one operator. There is no 
limit to the amount of lime any 
one operator cun purchase for 
cash.

The need for increased spread­
ing of lime in Lane County is con- 
fi'mcd by tin* recent countywide 
survey of total conservation needs 
The survey originally conducted 
in J!M6 and reworked in early 
1948, shows that nearly 150,0«; 
acres of cropland in Ilie county 
should have a periodic application 
of lime Approximately 40,000 tons 
of lime each year on 20,000 acres 
would be needed to keep this crop­
land supplied with its lime re-
