THE PLEASE KE OF ANTICIPATION
The pleasure of anticipation is a goal that has spurred 

many individuals to greater heights. It has also played its 
jiart as a moulder of character. This is rather a strange sub­
ject to be writing about, but it is closely tied to a present 
day trend; inflation which is making it harder and harder 
for many folks to make ends meet. In the current Oregon 
voter, the story is told of a housewife, who in 1942 set out to 
buy a silver tea set she had long coveted. But after some 
eight rears of stem self denial she found that the silver set 
had advanced in price to the extent that its acquisition was 
still discouragingly far away. She had to give up her project 
and buy needed commonplace and less expensive articles. 
How many people are presently having the same difficulties 
we have no way of knowing, but we do know’ of a school dis­
trict or two which have made a small tax levy to buy some 
needed equipment only to find that the equipment rose ir 
price faster than taxes were collected from the tax levy. 
There are other public building projects hampered because 
of inflation and rising costs. A few instance« that we know of 
or have heard of are perhaps insignificant within themselves, 
but when multiplied by several thousands or perhaps millions 
they do become increasingly important and of public concern.

As the article in the Voter points out. one of freedom’s 
most cherished privileges is the pleasant anticipation of se­
cret ambition fulfillment for it shields from drab despair of 
discouragement and tones up the physical and mental make­
up. It renders the daily commonplace endurable and bridges 
spiritual depressions. The public morale rests on its unham­
pered function.
