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CAN WE BLY SECl RITY?
(By Walter Graydon)

During the past 5’ j years, the United States has poured 
some 36'2 billion dollars into economic aid for foreign coun- 
tries. In addition to this, another 6 billion 52 million has been 
spent for military aid.

This information was pointed out in a recent article by 
Leslie Gould in the Seattle Post-Intelligencer. It poses the 

' question: What did it buy for us ?
Under Marshall plan aid, U. S. dollars were supposed 

to allay the hunger that Communism breeds upon. Our 
spending has accomplished that end. It was also hoped that 
the nations aided would befriend the U. S., and that we 
would be able to keep our foot inside the European door. 
So far we have been able to stay in Europe, not because of 
deep friendly feelings—it’s more like the lack of Russian 
pressure. If we thought that we were buying good friends, 
then we were mistaken.

VJTiat's going to happen in Europe?
Former President Herbert Hoover accused the European 

countries of not organizing their own defenses in a recent 
speech and went on to suggest that U.S. should pull out 
of Europe and make the Atlantic and Pacific oceans our 
frontiers. He said that we should arm "to the teeth" to pro­
tect the frontier and let western Europe do its own defending.

This surely sounded like a money-saver and also sounded 
like isolationism, which Hoover emphatically denied.

Two phases of the Soviet long-range policy are (1) to 
bleed the U.S. financially and cause a depression at which 
time it is expected to be easy for agents in this country to 
take over, and a more recent trend (2) to isolate America 
from Europe and Asia and build up a military machine that 
would be nearly impossible to stop.

With this pivotal setup, Hoover’s plan plainly throws all; Christmas and v.a rot -b'c tn 
weight on one side. It improves our situation in one phase, ?come to “Grandma's f r ' its

I Claus. Grandma's being the home
I of Mr. and Mrs. H. F Russum andbut it also leaves us sadly lacking in the other. This fact was 

plainly pointed out in a recent statement by Senator Wayne 
Morse, who said that Hoover’s plan did not give enough 
weight to certain grave realities (namely this second phase 
of the Soviet plan 1.

It becomes evident that we must improve both phases, 
not sacrifice one for the other. The way it can be done is with 
the united action of all free nations. True, we didn't get much 
help in Korea, but can we expect to succeed by withdrawing 
our help from Europe? Certainly not. that's just what many 
American diplomats have accused the other nations of the 
world of doing—not giving co-operation. We can’t get co- 
oj Oration by withholding co-operation.

Our experience in Korea has been a very bitter pill. 
Losing that country to Communism could imperil the United 
Nations. The prestige of the U.N. has suffered a severe blow, 
but the campaign has shown that the free countries of the 
world can and will work together. True, many countries 
contributed very little. But it should be kept in mind that 
many of these nations have Uncle Joe breathing right down 
their necks in Europe.

Another Korean rout could occur in Europe with an 
even greater loss of American lives. But what we have at 
stake in Europe could well be the deciding factor of an all 
out war between the United States and Russia. If the Rus­
sians had control of the people and the industry of the Ruhr 
and western Europe in addition to the almost endless masses 
of China, would the U.S. and the fragments of the U. N. 
be able to resist the threat of Communism? That’s the ques­
tion that has been keeping Washington policy-makers awake 
nights. And that’s why General Eisenhower has hustled off 
to organize European defenses. Ours is a policy of reaction 
against Russian moves—with a certain amount of blundering.
