Concur-
rently with the lectures in Corvallis, a series of seven free
public lectures will be given at the Lincoln high school audi-
torium in Portland. A feature of the summer school will be
an afternoon of four seminars on the subjects of pastorial
counseling, aleohol education, alecohol and traffic, and ther-
apy for alcoholism.
