The Water Rate Issue

The Sentinel has received c ':t‘..':.ii:'.f- about
rates in the city of Cottage Grove. One “letter tc t
stated people were watering their lawns sparingly :
not at all because of rates going up so high.

In order to straighten out the situation in the minds of
citizens, may we remind them that the City Council in action
in March \1:.1 actually increase rates by rec 5.119.3\_; the r
£2 50 but also reducing the minimum gallons allowed t
3.000. The city for some time had been allowing 6,000 g
for $£2.75. However, this new rate was not to go in
until July 1, and actually would have appeared on August
bills.

After the defeat of the budget in the first election on
May 2 council took a serious look-see irto the water rate
situation, with morc than one councilman blaming the rates
for helping to defeat the budget.

So in quick action before new rates could go into effect,
the council gave the people back their 6,000 gallons at $2.75,
and the next 19,000 gallons would only cost citizens $.25 pe:
1,000 gallons. Most all residential users would come und
this bracket.

We admit council did not take formal action on whether
to allow the usual 10,000 gallons per month for the minimum
during the summer months in order to let people have "'nt
lawns. But councilmen did say that if water was available
that it probably would be allowed for sprinkling

However, even in past years with the extra , 4.000 g
allowed, many persons have let their lawns go during the
summer months.

As an added incentive also for sprinklers, council voted
to make the sewer charge for July, August and September
the average of January, February and March just preceding
The councilmen reasoned that water used for lawns ane
dens did rot go back into the sewer.

So actually, the water bill will u‘nni" a bout t‘ same as
usual. The only thing that will make it look b I '
that the sewer charge is up, and as a convenience to the city
hall office is included with the water bill. This may be bad
psychologically, but actually saves the water user money in
clerical work done by the city.

the city has not succeeded in selling its sewer bonds to ad-
vantage, but bond bids will be opened the second time on
June 16.

Actually, in making the second revision on water rates

the eity will lose to the tune of 34,000 a year. The first rate
decided upon would have brought in $83,000, with the new
