party would be kicked out by the voters. And this theory was
a good one too until 1932 when the present administration
began to encourage the public to bring all problems to
Washington.

Such governmental theories up to now have had a far
greater appeal to the majority of the voters than any theory
of personal liberty or methods of preservation of the two
party system, which might end government corruption.

If the present rule of the democratic administration is
ended, it will be up to the independent voter for since 1932,
the so-called democratic party has been the major party of
the United States. The ruling party is further strengthened
by the fact that a total of 25 million people are affected di-
rectly or indirectly by the federal payroll.

The present rule can be ended if enough voters will,
when going to the polls take into consideration what is best
for the nation as a whole and not be influenced by men or
issues offering personal gain. The ruling party has been able
to stay in power for 20 years by reason of the fact that the
administration heads have been able to offer either a govern-
ment job or a government subsidy to the voter without any
consideration as to how such a policy would affect the com-
mon welfare or how much corruption it might create within
the government itself. There is nothing more selfish than
politics and there is nothing that breeds corruption in gov-
ernment as fast as the voter, who permits personal gain to
infiuence his vi hier vole.

Since 1932 we have suffered recurring domestic crises
and while these crises did not become acute until after 1941,
they have been spasmodic in their effect, depending on the
foreign situation. In fact today’s young men and women in
college, don’t know what you are talking about when you
speak of normal times prior to 1932.

We have been using the same technique as the iron cur-
tain countries, who when they want to divert their subjects
away from domestic miseries, find an enemy to turn the pub-
lic attention to.

The most worthwhile effort we can think of is to clean
up our domestic situation before we start worrying about our
foreign commitments or training more soldiers to fight an
enemy, whose technique we are gradually stealing in the
name of liberty.
