some of the pressing problems. : 

| Our country is vitally interested] 
( in the Congo because of its rich-1 
, ness and much of the radium used 
in the modern bomb is found

i ther«>.
The often door of ojiportunity is 

presented in the Congo, the speak- 
i er asserted. Churches sending mis­
sionaries to that area have been 
forced to enter the field of educa­
tion. since there is no other form 
of education to be had there. Th«' 
large city of I-eopoldville has only 
three protestant churches in its 
area. «

has blessed our work in the Congo 
and the people have responded.”
